We had a great trip that was guided by the Lord. Our team had opportunity
to minister as follows:

in a rehab center

at seminars for ladies

in nursing homes (32 residents accepted the Lord as Savior)

to refugees from Eastern Ukraine

by taking gifts and ministering to orphans

to foster children

to poor families, taking them much-needed food

to the visually impaired
